Section 1 Walsh Bay Development (Special Provisions) Act 1999 No 3

The Legislature of New South Wales enacts:

1 Name of Act

This Act is the Walsh Bay Development (Special Provisions)
Act 1999.

2 Commencement
This Act commences on the date of assent.

3 Definitions
In this Act:

Director-General meansthe Director-General of the Department of
Urban Affairs and Planning.

EPA Act means:

(@ the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979, and

(b)  theregulations under that Act, and

(c) any relevant environmental planning instruments under that
Act,

asrespectively in force at any relevant time.

Heritage Act means:

(@ theHeritage Act 1977, and

(b)  theregulations under that Act, and

(c) any relevant order under that Act, and

(d) anyrelevant listing of an item on the State Heritage Register
under that Act,

asrespectively in force at any relevant time.

PCO No 559 means Permanent Conservation Order No 559 made,
or purporting to be made, under the Heritage Act 1977 by the
Minister for Heritage and published in Gazette No 40 of 25 February
1988.

Walsh Bay means the land to which Sydney Regional
Environmental Plan No 16—Wal sh Bay applied immediately before
the commencement of thisAct, or any part of the land, and includes
any thing in, on, under or over that land or any part of that land.

Clause 5 of Schedule 1 to the Heritage Act 1977 applies to the
permanent conservation order validated by this section, and to any
item or land the subject of that permanent conservation order, as if
it were a permanent conservation order in force under Part 3 of that
Act immediately before the commencement of that clause.

5 Interpretation of PCO No 559

For the purposes of the Heritage Act, “The Walsh Bay Finger
Wharves, Numbered 1 to 9 and associated interconnecting buildings
and bridges across Hickson Road” referred to in Schedule “A” to
PCO No 559:

(b) istakento be such asingleitem and the whole of a building
on the date on which PCO No 559 was made, or purported to
be made, and thereafter to be, and to have been at all relevant
times, such asingle item and the whole of a building.

9 Consent authority

The Minister is the consent authority under the EPA Act for
development at Walsh Bay.

A State environmental planning policy or regional environmental
plan under the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979
may terminate the powers and functions of the Minister as the
consent authority under the EPA Act for development at Walsh Bay
and may appoint a person to be the consent authority.

Applicants appeals—Heritage Act

Section 70 of the Heritage Act 1977 does not apply to an applicant
who is dissatisfied with adetermination of akind referred to in that
section in relation to an application concerning an item (within the
meaning of that Act) at Walsh Bay.

Section 76 of the Heritage Act 1977 does not apply to an applicant
referred to in that section who, but for this subsection, would have
aright of appeal arising from the making of a prescribed application
(within the meaning of section 56 of the Heritage Act 1977) in
respect of the doing or carrying out of an act, matter or thing at
Walsh Bay.

Applicants appeals—EPA Act

Theprovisions of sections 96 (6), to the extent applicable, and 97 of
the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979 do not apply
to an applicant who is dissatisfied with a determination or decision,
or afailure to make a determination, of akind referred to in those
provisions in relation to a development application to carry out
development on land at Walsh Bay.

Objectors appeals—EPA Act

Section 98 of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979
does not apply to an objector who is dissatisfied with a
determination of the consent authority to grant consent to a
development application of a kind referred to in that section in
relation to a devel opment application to carry out development on
land at Walsh Bay.

13 Restraint of breaches of Heritage Act

Proceedings under section 153 of the Heritage Act 1977 may not be
brought in connection with:

(8 adetermination or decision concerning an item (within the
meaning of that Act) at Walsh Bay, or

(b) any thing done or omitted to be done in compliance, or
purported compliance, with a determination or decision
referred to in paragraph (a),

except by the Minister or a person with the consent of the Minister.

14 Restraint of breaches of EPA Act

Proceedings under section 123 of the Environmental Planning and
Assessment Act 1979 may not be brought in connection with:

(@ a determination or decision in relation to a development
application, or the modification of adevelopment consent, to
carry out development on land at Walsh Bay, or

(b) any thing done or omitted to be done in compliance, or
purported compliance, with a determination or decision
referred to in paragraph (a),

except by the Minister or a person with the consent of the Minister.

15 Operation of Act

This Act has effect despite the existence of, or the decision in, any
proceedings pending in any court immediately before the
commencement of this Act.

16 Regulations

(1) The Governor may make regulations containing provisions of a
savings or transitional nature consequent on the enactment of this
Act.

(2)  Any such provision may, if the regulations so provide, take effect
from the date of assent to this Act or alater date.

(3 To the extent to which any such provision takes effect from a date
that is earlier than the date of its publication in the Gazette, the
provision does not operate so as.
