
REGENT'S PARK TO BANKS-
TOWN RAILWAY ACT. 

Act No. 45, 1923. 
An Act to sanc t ion t h e cons t ruc t ion of a l ine of 

ra i lway from Regen t ' s P a r k to B a n k s t o w n ; 
and for purposes connec t ed t h e r e w i t h . 
[Assented to , 21st D e c e m b e r , 1923.] 

BE it enacted by tbe King's Most Excellent Majesty, 
by and with tbe advice and consent of the Legis­

lative Council and Legislative Assembly of New South 
Wales in Parliament assembled, and by the authority of 
the same, as follows :— 

1 . This Act may be cited as the " Begent's Park to 
Bankstown Bailway Act, 1923." 

2. The carrying out of tbe work described in the 
Schedule to this Act is hereby sanctioned. 

3 . The plan of the said work is the plan marked 
" N . S . W . Railways, llegent 's Park to Bankstown," 
signed by the Bailway Commissioners for New South 
Wales and countersigned by the Chief Engineer for 
Railway and Tramway Construction, and deposited in 
the public office of the said Bailway Commissioners. 

4 . The cost of carrying out the said work (exclusive 
of land resumptions) is estimated at one hundred and 
six thousand eight hundred and thirty-five pounds, and 
such estimated cost shall not, under any circumstances, 
be exceeded by more than ten per centum. 

5. The said line of railway may be constructed on 
or along or by the side of any road or highway.
