(b) by inserting in the First and Second Columns, in, alphabetical
order, the matter shown in Schedule 1 to this Order.

EXPLANATORY NOTE

Section 13A of the Public Hospitals Act 1929 provides that the Governor may, by
order made on the recommendation of the Minister, amalgamate 2 or more incorporated
hospitals. The object of this Order is to amalgamate each of the hospitals listed in the
second column of Schedule 1 to this Order under the name listed opposite those
hospitals in the first column of that Schedule.

The order also amends the Second Schedule to the Act (under section 4 (2) of the
Act), which lists incorporated hospitals, to reflect this change.
