An Act to legalize a new arrangement respecting 

Customs Duties on Goods imported into New 
South Wales through South Australia by way 
of the River Murray. [24th November, 1857.] 

WH E R E A S an a r r a n g e m e n t has been proposed and condit ionally 
agreed upon between t h e Governments of New South Wales 

Vic tor ia and South Aus t ra l i a for t he collection and p a y m e n t in South 
Aus t ra l i a according to t h e present Tariff of N e w South W a l e s of 
Cus toms Dut ies on goods pass ing t h r o u g h South Aus t ra l i a b y t h e 
River M u r r a y for consumpt ion in N e w South W a l e s and Victor ia and 
subject to du ty the re in respectively and for pay ing t h e a m o u n t of 
dut ies so received by t h e South Aus t r a l i an Treasury to t h e Colonies of 
N e w South W a l e s and Vic tor ia respectively in equal moiet ies A n d 
whereas i t is expedient to confirm t h e said agreement a n d to repeal 
t h e A c t of Council n ine teen th Vic tor ia n u m b e r twenty-one re la t ing to 
Cus toms Dut ies upon such goods Be i t therefore enac ted b y t h e 
Queen ' s Mos t Exce l len t Majesty by and wi th t h e advice and consent 
of t h e Legis la t ive Council and Legis la t ive Assembly of N e w South 
W a l e s in Pa r l i amen t assembled and by t h e au thor i ty of t h e same as 
fo l lows :— 

1. The A c t of Council n ine t een th Victor ia n u m b e r twenty-one 
shall be repealed on and from t h e day of commencement of th i s A c t 
B u t so t h a t such repeal shall in no way prejudice t h e indemni ty given 
by t h e said Ac t nor any act m a t t e r or t h i n g lawfully done the reunde r 
or by v i r tue thereof. 

2. I t shal l be lawful for t h e Governor w i th t h e advice of t h e 
Execu t ive Counci l to enter in to a b ind ing agreement or t rea ty wi th t he 
respect ive Governments of Victoria and Sou th Aus t ra l i a unde r which 
all necessary and proper regula t ions m a y be m a d e by t h e said Govern­
m e n t s respect ively and by the Governor of N e w South W a l e s w i th t he 
advice aforesaid so t h a t all Cus toms dut ies payable upon all goods 
wares merchandise and other ar t icles or t h ings which shall pass t h r o u g h 
South Aus t r a l i a by way of t h e River M u r r a y for consumpt ion in t he 
Colonies of Victor ia and N e w South Wales respectively shall and may 
be lawfully charged collected and recovered in South Aus t ra l i a 
according to t h e ra tes specified in t h e Tariff of New South Wales in 
force a t t h e t i m e of t h e pass ing of th is Ac t and shall i n t h e Treasury 
of Sou th Aus t ra l i a be carr ied to t h e jo in t credit of t he said Colonies 
of New South W a l e s a n d Victoria respectively and from t ime to t ime 
be pa id over to t h e said las t -ment ioned Colonies in equal moiet ies any 
law usage or cus tom to t h e cont rary no twi ths t and ing A n d any such 
agreement or t rea ty when publ ished in the New South Wales Govern­
ment Gazette shall have t he full force of law. 

3. This Act shall be styled and may be cited as the " River 
M u r r a y Customs Ac t of 1857." 
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
