
An Act to incorporate t he Council of t he 
King ' s School, and to vest certain lands 
and o ther p roper ty in such Council, and 
to confer cer ta in powers thereon, and 
upon the Bishop of Sydney, and for o ther 
incidental purposes . [31st January, 1893.] 

W H E R E A S by le t ters pa ten t , dated t h e n in th day of March , 
one thousand e ight h u n d r e d and twenty-s ix , H i s la te Majes ty 

K i n g George t he F o u r t h was pleased to create a corporat ion by t h e 
n a m e of " T h e Trustees of t he Clergy and School Lands in t h e Colony 
of N e w South W a l e s " : A n d whereas t he said t rus tees did in or 
about t he year one thousand e igh t h u n d r e d and t h i r t y suggest a n d 
r ecommend to H i s Exce l lency L i e u t e n a n t - G e n e r a l R a l p h Dar l ing , 
t h e n Governor-in-Chief of t h e said Colony, t h a t a school should be 
founded in t he town of P a r r a m a t t a , in t h e said Colony, in connect ion 
wi th t h e Uni ted Church of E n g l a n d and I re land as by law established, 
for t h e recept ion of boarders and day scholars, and t h a t such school 
should be called t he K ing ' s School : A n d whereas by a m i n u t e 
dated t he e ighth day of November , one thousand eight h u n d r e d 
and thi r ty-one, unde r t he hand of H i s Excel lency Colonel P a t r i c k 
Lindesay, t h e n A c t i n g Governor-in-Chief of the said Colony, i t was 
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repor ted to the Legislat ive Counci l of t he said Colony t h a t t h e Pl ight 
Honorab le t h e Secretary of S ta te for the Colonies had signified t he 
approval of H i s la te Majes ty K i n g Wi l l i am t h e F o u r t h of t he estab­
l i shment of a school at P a r r a m a t t a aforesaid, in accordance w i t h t h e 
suggest ion and recommenda t ion aforesaid : A n d whereas for t h e site 
and purposes of such school a parcel of land conta in ing by admeasure ­
m e n t six acres two roods and twen ty perches , and more par t i cu la r ly 
described in Schedule A hereto, was, in or abou t the year one 
thousand e ight hund red and th i r ty - two , duly vested in t h e said 
corporation b y Major -Genera l Sir R icha rd Bourke , t h e n Govcrnor- in-
Chief of t h e said Colony : A n d whereas in t h e year one thousand e igh t 
h u n d r e d and th i r ty - two a school called t h e " K ing ' s School " was erected 
a n d opened upon t h e said land, and has since been carried on in 
pu r suance of t h e premises : A n d whereas by an Order in Council , 
dated t h e four th day of Feb rua ry , one thousand e igh t h u n d r e d a n d 
th i r ty - th ree , t he said corporat ion of the t rus tees of t h e clergy a n d school 
lands was dissolved, and the reupon t h e said parcel of land rever ted 
to a n d became vested in t h e Crown, to be disposed of b y H i s Majes ty , 
t h e n t h e King , H i s heirs and successors, in such m a n n e r as should 
appear mos t conducive to t h e m a i n t e n a n c e and promot ion of religion 
and t h e educat ion of y o u t h in t h e said C o l o n y : A n d whereas by 
le t ters pa t en t or g ran t u n d e r t he h a n d of H i s Excel lency , Sir Charles 
A u g u s t u s Fi tzroy, t h e n Governor-in-Chief of t h e said Colony, dated t h e 
twen ty -e igh th day of J a n u a r y , one t housand e ight hundred and fifty, 
t h e said parce l of land, be ing the land described in Schedule A here to , 
was g ran ted u n t o t h e R i g h t Reve rend "William G r a n t Brough ton , t h e n 
L o r d Bishop of Sydney, a n d his successors Bishops of Sydney, subject 
t o t h e t rus ts , reservat ions, conditions, and provisions the re in contained, 
upon t rus t for a school-house, to be called a n d k n o w n by the n a m e of 
t h e K i n g ' s School, in connect ion wi th t h e Un i t ed C h u r c h of E n g l a n d 
and I re land , as by law established, and for no o ther purpose wha t so­
ever : And whereas t h e several parcels of l and described in Schedule 
B here to are now vested in t h e present Bishop of Sydney and 
Met ropol i t an for t h e purposes of t h e said K i n g ' s School : A n d whereas 
by v i r tue of th ree several i n d e n t u r e s ; t h a t is to say, a n i n d e n t u r e 
m a d e t h e fifth day of Apr i l , one thousand e ight hund red and s ixty-
six, be tween Stel la K e m p and others of t h e one par t and the R i g h t 
R e v e r e n d Freder ic Barker , t h e n Bishop of Sydney, of the o ther p a r t ; 
a n i nden tu re m a d e twen ty - fou r th day of November , one thousand 
e ight h u n d r e d a n d eighty-six, be tween Robe r t Campbel l Close and 
others of t h e one par t and t h e Most Reverend Alfred Bar ry , t h e n 
Bishop of Sydney, of t h e o ther p a r t ; and a n inden tu re made fifteenth 
day of F e b r u a r y , one thousand e ight hund red and eighty-seven, be tween 
Sir W i l l i a m Wes tb rook B u r t o n and another of t h e first and second 
pa r t s respectively a n d t h e Most Reverend Alfred Bar ry , t h e n Bishop 
of Sydney, of t h e th i rd p a r t ; t h e three several sums of money in and 
by t h e said inden tures respectively men t ioned and assigned are vested 
in and held by t h e Bishop of Sydney and his successors upon t ru s t 
respectively for t he endowment and m a i n t e n a n c e of t h r ee scholarships 
in connect ion wi th t h e said school, k n o w n respect ively as t he 
" B r o u g h t o n Scholarsh ip ," t h e " B r o u g h t o n and Forres t Scholarships ," 
and the " B u r t o n Scho la r sh ips : " A n d whereas b y an inden tu re m a d e 
t h e twen ty - four th day of J u n e , one thousand e ight hund red a n d 
n ine ty-one , be tween J a m e s A r t h u r Dowl ing a n d another of t h e 
one p a r t and t h e Church of E n g l a n d P rope r ty Trus t , Diocese of 
Sydney, of t he o ther par t , t he s u m of money there in men t ioned 
was assigned u n t o and is now held by t h e said Church of E n g l a n d 
P r o p e r t y Trus t , Diocese of Sydney, upon t rus t for t h e endowmen t 
a n d ma in t enance of a scholarship in connect ion wi th t he said school, 
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to be k n o w n as t h e " M a c a r t h u r Scholarship ," which said s u m s 
of money in th is and t h e preceding reci tal ment ioned are hereinafter 
referred to as " t h e scholarship endowment funds :" A n d whereas 
t he Heverend R o b e r t For res t , a clerk in holy orders, was in t h e 
year one thousand e igh t hund red and th i r t y - two appointed by H i s la te 
Majes ty ' s t hen Secretary of Sta te for t h e Colonies to be t he first head­
mas te r of t h e said schoo l : A n d whereas t he said Robe r t For res t died 
in t he year one t housand e ight hundred and fifty-four, and t h e 
several persons who have since successively held t h e a p p o i n t m e n t of 
head mas te r of the said school have all been appointed the re to by t h e 
Bishop of Sydney for t he t ime b e i n g : A n d whereas by deed-poll 
u n d e r the episcopal seal, dated t h e thir ty-f i rs t day of December , one 
thousand e ight hund red and seventy, t h e R i g h t Reverend Freder ic 
Barker , t h e n Bishop of Sydney a n d Met ropol i tan , did, for himself 
and his successors, a m o n g other th ings , declare, direct , and appoint 
t h a t t he genera l gove rnmen t and m a n a g e m e n t of t h e said K i n g ' s 
School a n d all t h e m a t t e r s re la t ing there to , a n d t h e nomina t ion 
and appo in tmen t of t he head mas te r thereof should thencefor th be 
vested in a body of persons to be called t h e Counci l of t h e K i n g ' s 
School, and tha t t h e said Counci l should consist of eleven member s 
called Governors, of w h o m t h e Bishop of Sydney for t h e t ime be ing 
should be one, and should by v i r tue of his office be Pres iden t of the 
said Council , a n d also visitor of t h e said school, and the other 
Governors should be elected for life b y t he synod of the diocese of 
Sydney in m a n n e r there in set forth : A n d whereas t he said Council 
is at t h e present t ime composed of t h e following member s , t h a t is to 
say : The Mos t Reve rend Wi l l i am Saumarez Smi th , D .D. , The Lord 
Bishop of Sydney, P r e s i d e n t ; The Very Reve rend W i l l i a m Macqua r i e 
Cowper, M.A. , D e a n of S y d n e y ; The Venerable Archdeacon G u n t h e r , 
M . A . ; The Reverend H . Wal lace -Mor t , M . A . ; The Reverend J a m e s 
Chr is t ian Corlette, D . D . ; The Reve rend F ranc i s Rowl ing Elder , B .A. ; 
T h e Honorab le George H e n r y C o x ; H i s H o n o r J u d g e Docker , M . A . ; 
The Honorab le Sir Jo seph P a l m e r A b b o t t ; J a m e s Sheen Dowl ing , 
L L . B . ; and The Honorab le Phi l l ip Gidley K i n g : A n d whereas it is 
expedien t t h a t t h e said Council should be incorporated and invested 
wi th t he powers and author i t ies hereinafter contained : Be i t therefore 
enacted by the Queen ' s Most Exce l l en t Majes ty , by and wi th t he advice 
a n d consent of t he Legis la t ive Counci l and Legis la t ive Assembly of 
N e w South W a l e s in P a r l i a m e n t assembled, a n d by t h e au thor i ty of 
t h e same, as follows :— 

1. E r o m and after t he passing of this A c t t he said member s of c 
t h e Council of the K i n g ' s School shall be and t hey are hereby ? 
cons t i tu ted a body poli t ic and corporate b y t h e n a m e of t h e Council 
of the K i n g ' s School, and by t h a t n a m e shall have pe rpe tua l 
succession and a c o m m o n seal, and m a y enter in to contracts , and sue 
a n d be sued or otherwise appear a n d answer and be answered, a n d m a y 
t a k e and hold to t h e m and their successors by grant , will , or otherwise, 
in pe rpe tu i ty or for a n y life or t e r m of years, as wel l lands, heredi ta­
m e n t s , and chat te l s real as chat te ls personal , a n d may , subject to t he 
provisions hereinafter contained, grant , demise, mor tgage , charge, alien, 
or otherwise dispose of all or any lands, he red i taments , or chat te ls , 
real or personal , wh ich m a y a t any t i m e he vested in t h e said body 
corporate, and m a y issue debentures , and also shall or m a y do all 
other t h ings incident or apper ta in ing to a body corporate . 

2. F rom a n d after t h e passing and by v i r tue of th is A c t the re 
shall vest in t h e said Council and i ts successors all and s ingular 
the lands and he red i t aments described in Schedule A and Schedule 
15 here to , and also all o ther property, whe the r real or personal, 
which immediate ly before the pass ing of this Ac t was vested in any 
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person or persons or corporat ion upon t r u s t for or for t h e purposes of 
t h e said K i n g ' s School : Provided t h a t th is section shall no t opera te 
to vest a n y of t he said scholarship endowment funds in t h e said 
Counc i l ; b u t i t shal l be lawful for t h e Bishop of Sydney for t h e 
t ime being, by deed under t h e episcopal seal, to assign a n d t ransfer 
t he said " B r o u g h t o n , " " B r o u g h t o n a n d Fo r r e s t , " and " B u r t o n " 
scholarship endowment funds, and a n y accumula t ions and inves tmen t s 
thereof u n t o the said C o u n c i l ; and the reupon the said scholarship 
endowment funds, accumula t ions and inves tmen t s so assigned a n d 
t ransferred shall become vested in t h e said Council and its successors 
as to each, of such funds, accumula t ions and inves tments u p o n t h e 
t rus t s and for t he purposes declared b y t h e i n s t r u m e n t whereby t h e 
same was assigned to t he said Bishop as hereinbefore recited : A n d i t 
shal l also be lawful for t h e said C h u r c h of E n g l a n d P rope r ty T rus t , 
Diocese of Sydney, b y deed under i ts corporate seal, to assign a n d 
t ransfer t he said " M a c a r t h u r " scholarship endowment fund, and a n y 
accumula t ions and inves tments thereof u n t o t h e said Council , and 
upon such ass ignment the said " M a c a r t h u r " scholarship endowmen t 
fund, accumula t ions , and inves tments shall become vested in t h e said 
Council , upon the t rus t s and for the purposes declared by t h e said 
i nden tu r e of the twenty- four th day of J u n e , one thousand eight 
hund red and n inety-one . 

3. No twi th s t and ing the powers vested in t he said Counci l by th is 
Act , i t shall no t be lawful for t h e said Council to a l ienate , mor tgage , 
charge , or demise t he lands described in Schedule A here to , or any p a r t 
thereof, or any lands or hered i taments hereaf ter to be granted u n t o t h e 
said Counci l and its successors by H e r Majes ty or H e r successors as a 
free g ran t or g ran t s for t he purposes of t he said K i n g ' s School, wi thou t 
t h e consent in wr i t ing of t he Governor, w i th t he advice of the Execu t i ve 
Counci l , of the said Colony for t he t ime be ing , save b y way of lease, for 
any t e r m no t exceeding forty years, du r ing the whole cur rency whereof 
the re shall be reserved a n d m a d e payable t he best r en t t h a t can .be 
reasonably got ten for the same wi thou t any t ine or p remium. 

4. I n case the said Council shal l a t any t ime sell and dispose 
of any lands or he red i taments which are or shall be vested in t h e m , or 
shal l raise any moneys by m o r t g a g e of or charge u p o n a n y such lands, 
or by t he issue of debentures , t he proceeds of such sale or sales and 
all such moneys so raised by mor tgage , charge , or debentures shal l be 
appl ied or invested exclusively in one or all or any of t h e ways follow­
ing , t h a t is to say :— 

(a) I n t he purchase for an es ta te in fee s imple of o ther lands and 
he red i t ament s in t h e said Colony and wi th in t h e Police Dis t r ic t 
of P a r a m a t t a for t h e purposes of t h e said school. 

(b) I n t h e erect ion of houses, bui ldings , and o ther i m p r o v e m e n t s 
of a p e r m a n e n t n a t u r e upon lands vested in t h e said Counci l . 

5. The said Council shal l consist of eleven m e m b e r s called 
governors, of w h o m t h e Bishop of the diocese of Sydney for t he t ime 
being shall a lways be one, a n d of t he r ema in ing t en governors five 
shal l be l icensed c l e rgymen of t h e C h u r c h of E n g l a n d , in t h e said 
Colony in pr ies t ' s orders, and t h e r ema in ing five shal l be lay m e m b e r s 
of t he Church of E n g l a n d in t he said Colony. 

6. Al l vacancies occurr ing in t h e said Council by reason of dea th , 
res ignat ion, removal , incapaci ty, absence, or other cause shal l be filled 
u p as soon as convenient ly m a y be by elect ion by a major i ty of t h e 
Synod of t h e diocese of Sydney, present at any duly convened 
m e e t i n g thereof, a n d pend ing such mee t ing t h e said Counci l m a y fill 
u p any such vacancy temporar i ly . 

7. 



7. As soon as convenient ly m a y be after t h e passing of this 
A c t t he said Counci l shal l formulate and adopt a code of regula t ions 
touch ing the conduct of t he said school, and the course of educat ion 
and religious ins t ruc t ion to be followed there in , and declar ing w h a t 
causes other t h a n dea th or res ignat ion shall render vacan t t he office of 
Governor of t h e said Council , and shall have full power from t i m e to 
t ime to vary, modify, and revoke such regula t ions and subs t i tu te others 
in the i r place in such m a n n e r as shal l seem best ca lcula ted to promote 
the purposes for which the said school has been established. 

8. The said Council shal l hold all t h e proper ty a t any t ime 
vested in t h e m by v i r tue of th i s Act upon t rus t , to carry or cause to 
be carried in to effect the regula t ions hereinbefore referred to ; and in 
t h e m e a n t i m e shall hold t he same, subject to t he rules and regula t ions 
a t t he present t ime in force or use for t he gove rnmen t and conduct of 
t h e said school. 

9. Subject to t h e code of regula t ions so to be formula ted and 
adopted by the said Council , t h e said Council shall have t h e general 
m a n a g e m e n t a n d super in tendence of t he affairs concerns, and proper ty 
of t h e said school, and shall have full power to appoint a n d dismiss 
t h e head mas te r of t he said school, and also to m a k e such ru les and 
by-laws as to the said Council shal l seem expedient for conduc t ing t h e 
business of t he Council and car ry ing in to effect t h e provisions and 
objects of this Act , and such rules and by- laws or any of t h e m to 
a l t e r or revoke from t ime to t ime, and to subs t i tu te others in the i r 
place. 

10. A t every mee t ing of t h e said Council t he Bishop of Sydney 
shal l preside if present , and in his absence a cha i rman of t h e mee t ing 
shall be chosen by a majori ty of t h e governors p r e s e n t ; and all 
quest ions which shall come before the said Counci l shall be decided 
by a majori ty of t h e governors present , a n d t h e president or cha i rman 
shall not have a vote, except in the case of an equa l i ty of votes w h e n 
he shal l have a cast ing vote only ; and no quest ion shal l bo decided 
a t a n y mee t ing unless five governors a t t h e least shall be present a t 
t h e t ime of such decision. 

1 1 . The said Council shall , a t least once in every year, and also 
whenever a resolut ion shall be passed and communica ted to t h e m by 
the Synod of t he diocese of Sydney, in t h a t behalf, repor t thei r 
proceedings, and the progress and condit ion of t h e said school to t h e 
said S y n o d ; and a t t h e same t ime present a ba lance sheet showing the 
financial posit ion of t he said Council . 

12. The Bishop of Sydney for t he t ime being shall be t he visitor 
of t h e said school, wi th all such powers as by law apper t a in to t he 
office of visitor of a school. 

13 . N o temporary vacancy or vacancies in t h e office of pres ident 
or governor of t he said Counci l shal l be deemed in any way to affect 
t h e cons t i tu t ion of t he Council or its privileges or s ta tus as a n incor­
pora ted body. 

1 1 . This Ac t m a y be cited the " K i n g ' s School Council A c t . " 
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SCHEDULES. 

SCHEDULE A. 

All that piece or parcel of land containing by admeasurement six acres two 
roods and twenty perches, be the same more or less, situated in the county of Cumber­
land, parish of the Field of Mars and town of Parramatta : Commencing on the north­
east intersection of O'Connell-street with the Parramatta River; and bounded on the 
west by that street bearing north four degrees thirty minutes east nine chains and 
fifty-five links to Booth's allotment; on the north by a line bearing easterly eight 
chains and seventy links to the south-east corner of the Roman Catholic Church and 
school allotment in Villiers-street; on the east by Villiers-street bearing south five 
degrees west four chains and eleven links ; on the south-east by a line bearing south 
sixty-three degrees forty-five minutes west two chains and twenty-two links, and by a 
line bearing south seventeen degrees west three chains and thirty-five links to the 
Parramatta River; and on the south by that river, to the point of commencement.

All that allotment or parcel of land containing by admeasurement one rood four 
perches and one quarter of a perch, be the same more or less, situated in the town of 
Parramatta, parish of the field of Mars, county of Cumberland, being allotment number 
nine of section number one ; bounded on the north by allotment number four one chain 
eight links; on the east by allotment number ten two chains fifty-nine links; on the 
south by the King's School land one chain eight links ; and on the west by allotment 
number eight two chains sixty-one links,—being the allotment sold as lot fifty in 
pursuance of the proclamation of the twenty-ninth of August, one thousand eight 
hundred and forty-five, and granted by deed-poll or grant, dated the eleventh day of 
December, one thousand eight hundred and forty-five, under the hand of His 
Excellency Sir George Gipps, then Governor-in-Chief of the Colony of New South 
"Wales, to the Eight Reverend William Grant Broughton, then Bishop of Australia. 

All that allotment or parcel of land containing by admeasurement one rood and 
four perches, be the same more or less, situated in the town of Parramatta, parish of 
the Field of* Mars, county of Cumberland, being allotment number ten of section 
number one; bounded on the north by allotment number three one chain eight links; 
on the cast by allotment number eleven two chains fifty-seven links; on the south by 
the King's School allotment one chain eight links ; and on the west by allotment number 
nine two chains fifty-nine links,—being the allotment sold as lot fifty-one, in pursuance 
of the proclamation of the twenty-ninth of August, one thousand eight hundred and 
forty-five, and granted by deed-poil or grant, dated the eleventh day of December, one 
thousand eight hundred and forty-five, under the hand of His Excellency Sir George 
Gipjis, then Governor-in-Chief of the Colony of New South Wales, to the Right 
Reverend William Grant Broughton, then Bishop of Australia. 

All that allotment or parcel of land containing by admeasurement one rood and 
four perches, be the same more or less, situated in the town of Parramatta, parish of 
the Field of Mars, and county of Cumberland, vested in the Bishop of Sydney by 
endorsement and certificate of title, volume two hundred and seventy-six, folio two 
hundred and nineteen. 

All that piece or parcel of land situate in the town of Parramatta, parish of Field 
of Mars, county of Cumberland, and Colony of New South Wales, containing by 
admeasurement two roods eight perches more or less, and comprising allotment number 
three and part of allotment four of section number one ; bounded on the west by other 
part of said allotment number four, being a fenced line bearing southerly one hundred 
and seventy-two feet one inch more or less to the back fence ; thence on the south by 
the back fence bearing easterly one hundred and forty-two feet four inches more or 
less to the south-eastern corner of allotment number three aforesaid ; thence on the 
east by the eastern boundary line of allotment number three aforesaid, being a fenced 
line bearing northerly one hundred and seventy-three feet seven inches more or less to 
Pennant-street; and thence on the north by that street bearing westerly one hundred 
and thirty-nine feet more or less to the commencing point, being the whole of the land 
on the south side of Pennant-street originally granted to George Thornton, by Crown 
grant, dated second October, one thousand eight hundred and fifty-eight, and also the 
eastern portion of the land originally granted to Matthew Anderson, by Crown grant, 
dated nineteenth April, one thousand eight hundred and thirty-nine. 
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
