
STAMP DUTIES (AMENDMENT) ACT. 

Act No. 37, 1949. 

An Act to amend the Stamp Duties Act, 1920-
1940, in certain respects; and for purposes 
connected therewith. [Assented to, 12th 
November, 1949.] 

BE it enacted by the K ing ' s M o s t Excel len t Majes ty , 
by and wi th t h e advice and consent of t he Legis ­

lat ive Council and Legis la t ive Assembly of N e w S o u t h 
W a l e s in P a r l i a m e n t assembled, and b y t h e a u t h o r i t y of 
t h e same, as follows :— 

1. (1) This Act may be cited as the " S t a m p Duties 
(Amendment ) Act, 1949." 

(2) The S t a m p Dut ies Act, 1920, as amended by 
subsequent Acts and by th is Act, may be cited as the 
S t a m p Dut ies Act, 1920-1949. 

2 . The S t a m p Dut ies Act, 1920-1940, is amended by 
inser t ing next a f te r subsection one of section nine the 
following new subsection :— 

(1A) Wi thou t l imit ing the genera l i ty of the 
provisions of p a r a g r a p h (c) of subsection one of this 
section regula t ions may be made for and in relat ion 
to— 

(a) empowering the Commissioner to author ise 
any bank to impress s t amps or have s tamps 
impressed upon forms of bills of exchange 
of any prescr ibed class ; 

(b) prohibi t ing any person p r in t ing forms of 
bills of exchange for and on the order of any 
bank from impress ing s tamps thereon unless 
licensed in tha t behalf by the Commissioner ; 

(c) prescr ib ing conditions to be observed by any 
person licensed as aforesaid in the 
impress ing of s t a m p s ;

(d) providing for the making of periodical 
payments by banks of amounts equivalent 
to the value of stamps impressed in 
pursuance of any such authority; 

(e) prescribing for the purposes of this sub­
section the procedure to be followed by 
banks and persons printing forms of bills 
of exchange for and on the order of any 
bank and for such purposes requiring the 
prescribed returns and information to be 
furnished to the Commissioner. 

Any bills of exchange upon which stamps have 
been impressed in accordance with the provisions of 
the regulations made under this subsection shall be 
deemed to be duly stamped.
