Explanatory Note

The object of this proclamation is to commence amendments to the Residential Tenancies Act 2010, the
Property and Stock Agents Regulation 2022 and the Residential Tenancies Regulation 2019 to—

(a)  prohibit advertising or otherwise offering a residential tenancy for premises unless a fixed amount is
stated in the advertisement or offer as the amount of rent for the premises, and

(b)  prohibit soliciting amounts of rent for residential properties that are higher than the advertised
amount, and

(c)  omit a redundant provision consequent to other amendments made by the Residential Tenancies
Amendment (Rental Fairness) Act 2023, and

(d)  set out the amounts payable for a penalty notice in relation to the prohibitions referred to in
paragraphs (a) and (b).
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
